Mr. Chartier called the meeting to order at 7:05 pm.  Due to unforeseen circumstances, the public hearing for Warren Willsey subdivision was rescheduled for December 1, 2011.  
The minutes of October 20, 2011 were reviewed.  The secretary stated that a Zoning Board hearing has not been scheduled for Darielle Dartt.  Mr. Vincent made a motion; seconded by Ms. Hill-Brown, to accept the minutes.  All were in favor and the minutes were approved.

OLD BUSINESS


Hampton – Ms. Hill-Brown and Mr. Vincent looked over the property.  There was discussion regarding oil/gas leeching, Mr. Hampton stated there would be no storage of oil or gas and would dispose according to the regulations at the transfer station.  Mr. Vincent stated he would like to see a designated area for parking; the building was laid out well and the lighting was adequate.  All necessary papers were forwarded to the ACPB and the Conservation Board.  This matter will be placed on the agenda for December 1, 2011.
Dartt – Mr. Vincent stated there was adequate land and space and will check the fences located on the property.

NEW BUSINESS

Hoffman/Walter Subdivision – Bill Berdan of Buckman & Whitbeck was representing the applicants regarding a minor subdivision of property located at 1207 Switzkill Road, Parcel Id. No. 102.-1-12.  The applicant wishes to create two lots, Lot 1- 5.9 acres with the house to obtain a mortgage; and Lot 2 – 105 acres remaining agriculture.  Subdivision meets all road frontage and set back requirements; follows natural boundaries.  Due to the fact that the 105 acre lot will not be sold or developed, the building envelope, percolation test, etc. can be waived.  The necessary papers will be sent to ACPB and the matter will be placed on the agenda for December 1, 2011.
OTHER BUSINESS

At the request of the Town Board, Mr. Chartier drafted a memo to NYS DEC; dSGEIS, regarding hydrofracking in the town.

Mr. Chartier revised the Residential Wind Ordinance according to the changes from July 27, 2011 and prepared a new document along with a list of changes by section number.

There being no further business before the board, Mr. Vincent made a motion, seconded by Ms. Hill-Brown, to adjourn the meeting.  All were in favor and the meeting was adjourned at 7:50 pm.
