PUBLIC HEARING

Motschmann Lot Line Adjustment – Mr. Chartier opened the hearing at 7:05 pm.  There was no response from the Conservation Board and all public notices were posted and mailed with no correspondence received.  Mr. Rockmore performed a site visit and stated that the lot line adjustment follows natural boundaries.  As a matter of policy Mr. Rockmore agrees with the ACPB decision with regard to trying to bring every lot into our zoning conformance, but in this particular case there is a creek on one side it was impossible to go any farther with this and there is no hindrance to this and recommend the board move forward with this.  Mr. Vincent stated this is an improvement.  The issue regarding the right of way with the roads was discussed and it was concluded that Albany County owns 29.75 feet from centerline to boundary on each side.  Mr. Vincent made a motion, seconded by Mr. Rockmore to close the public hearing.  All were in favor and the hearing was closed.  Mr. Rockmore made a motion, seconded by Mr. Vincent to approve the lot line adjustment.  All were in favor and the lot line adjustment was granted.

REGULAR MEETING

Mr. Chartier called the regular meeting to order at 7:20 pm.  The minutes of 2/3/11 were reviewed.  Language was changed under the Michael Robert Subdivision, changed “it was organized as a Transportation Corporation System” to read “That the Homeowners Association system was organized as a Transportation Corporation System”.  Ms. Hill-Brown made a motion, seconded by Mr. Vincent, to accept the minutes with the changes.  All were in favor and the minutes were approved.

Robert Subdivision – Mr. Chartier read the recommendation received from the ACPB dated 2/17/11.  The board reviewed the subdivision map again.  Shared driveways were discussed; elevation of proposed house was discussed along with the flood elevation height on the lake.  Mr. Lippert read the Flood Plan Regulation §170-19(4).  The board will schedule a site visit when the snow melts.  Mr. Robert stated he met with members of the Conservation Board and the Lake Association is backing him.  Mr. Robert will contact the ACDOH for a percolation test when the snow melts.  This matter will be put on the agenda when Mr. Robert contacts the ACDOH and is ready to move forward.

There was no new business at this time.

OLD BUSINESS

Mr. Chartier spoke with the bookkeeper regarding the Grippy Lane escrow account.  She will give Mrs. Giebitz a report in March.  Mrs. Jordan inquired about the escrow account regarding the Reidsville Quarry.  Mr. Emory will check with the Town Attorney on closing this out.

Mr. Lippert reported that the rescheduled public hearing for the Comp Plan is scheduled for March 21, 2011.  Public responses would be accepted up to two weeks from the 2/24/11 public meeting.

Draft Residential Wind Ordinance – Mr. Rockmore stated that at the workshop meeting on 2/17 that the board was conferring over noise; the issue of the waiver language needs to be settled; he spoke with a representative at NYSERDA regarding guidelines for noise and approving agencies regarding equipment.  There are 22 approved installers that you must use if you have a grant.  Mr. Lippert asked what level of specs does the board want to see.  

Mr. Chartier stated that the moratorium would be extended again and that hopefully by the beginning of April we can make a final recommendation to the Town Board.

The joint planning meeting will be held on 4/21/11.  Mr. Vincent submitted some agenda items.  Mr. Chartier expressed concern with having town members not being exposed to the Comp Plan and it should be addressed at this meeting.

There being no further business before the board, Mr. Vincent made a motion, seconded by Ms. Hill-Brown to adjourn the meeting.  All were in favor and the meeting was adjourned at 8:40 pm.
