Elliott Variance – there was discrepancy at the ZBA hearing on 6/15/11 as to the correct variance application and Mr. Elliott was asked to return to the Planning Board meeting on 6/16/11 to review the application. Mr. Elliott did not return.

NEW BUSINESS

Pleat’s Hofbrau- - Mr. Rockmore has recused himself from this matter because he is a director of the Warner’s Lake Improvement Association.  The Association had written a letter to the town regarding numerous concerns at Pleat’s Hofbrau pertaining to boating at the summer camp and the use of the launching ramp. It was stated that a letter from the same organization was written one year ago to the town regarding ice racing, with no response. Supervisor Gebe has referred this matter to the Town Attorney. After discussion of this matter, Mr. Chartier suggested waiting for the Town Attorney to advise and respond and that a site plan regarding public safety could be requested from Mr. Pleat.
OTHER BUSINESS

John DeMis, P.E. & P.L.S. asked the planning board members a few questions regarding a subdivision for Lynn Sowalski, 95 Brookhaven Drive, Parcel Id. No. 92.-1-37, which he will be working on.

The changes in the Schedule of Uses were reviewed and new categories will be added and addressed at the next meeting on 7/7/11. The secretary was asked to contact Leslie Lombardo of the ACPB regarding guidelines for billboards.
