Mr. Chartier called the meeting to order at 7:12 pm.  The minutes of August 18, 2011 were reviewed.  The following changes were made; Mr. Whipple’s reference to the NYS Residential Code was added; the letter received by the Building Department was from Albany County Department of Health.  Mr. Lippert made a motion; seconded by Mr. Vincent; to accept the minutes with the changes.  All were in favor and the minutes were accepted.

OLD BUSINESS

Bertrand/Woodstock Lake - The Bertrand’s were present to discuss the matter of the park model trailer they wish to install at Woodstock Lake. After a lengthy discussion, they were informed by Mr. Chartier that a memo with a recommendation would be sent to the Supervisor and Town Board members for their meeting on 9/28/11. Mr. Vincent stated that his report regarding the water and wastewater systems at Woodstock Lake is well under the NYSDOH requirements. The water use is minimal as compared to the design capacity and the well is under utilized.
NEW BUSINESS

Willsey Lot Line Adjustment – 37 Saw Mill Road – Mr. Chartier recused himself and Mr. Vincent will act as chair for this matter. Mr. Willsey built a pond on his property and part of it falls on his father’s property. He is requesting a lot line adjustment (swapping 0.059 acres) so the entire pond is on his property. The amount of acreage will not change.
A site review will be performed; Mr. Willsey will supply a new survey map with the required agricultural district note; papers will be forwarded to the ACPB and a public hearing has been tentatively set for 11/3/11 at 7:00p.m.
OTHER BUSINESS

Comprehensive Plan – The public hearing was held on 8/24/11 by the Town Board. Mr. Vincent attended the hearing. Mr. Emory reported that there were no major concerns and the Town Board will be examining each section before taking any further action.
Draft Residential Wind Ordinance – A list of changes and the revised draft with minor corrections included were distributed from the meeting on 7/27/11.  On 09/14/11 the Town Board introduced a law to extend the moratorium another 180 days. A public hearing will be held on 10/12/11 at 7:30 pm regarding the moratorium.

Budget – Mr. Chartier presented last year’s figures to the members. Mr. Rockmore made a motion, seconded by Mr. Vincent, to submit the same figures as 2011, which was $17,350, for the 2012 budget.  All were in favor and the motion was adopted. The Chair completed and signed the budget request form.
Flooding from Irene – Damage and flooding were discussed as relates to planning and zoning in the Town of Berne. Mr. Lippert stated the comprehensive plan recommended reducing setbacks from streams from 100 feet to 50 feet, but in light of this storm the recommendation should have gone the other way; to increase the required buffer. Mr. Emory stated many photographs were taken and Mr. Lippert requested copies for the planning board.

There being no further business before the board, Mr. Vincent made a motion; seconded by Ms. Hill-Brown to adjourn the meeting.  All were in favor and the meeting was adjourned at 8:25 pm.
